Line Breaks, Horizontal Rules, Links, and Comments
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Insert line breaks and horizontal rules to a web page. 

· Use comments effectively in a web page. 

· Link to external web pages. 

· Use the target attribute to open web pages in a new browser window.

Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Line Breaks".

2. Make a copy of the index.html file from the first project and save it into the "Line Breaks" folder.  Ask your teacher for assistance if you are uncertain how to do this.

3. Open the index.html file in the "Line Breaks" folder. 

4. Add a line break between "A person I admire" and "(past or present)".

5. After each of the two main paragraphs, insert a new paragraph element and inside this paragraph, add a link to an external web page related to that topic, i.e. the place you would like to visit and a person you admire.  Make one of the two external links open into a new window.

6. Just after "Hello World!", insert a horizontal rule and set its width somewhere between 50% and 80%

7. Add two or more comments somewhere in your XHTML document.

8. Save the file and view in a web browser.
