Final Project - Personal Website
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Create your own four-page personal website.
· Make a template for building additional web pages on a website.
Overview:

Create a personal website. This site can be about you or about something you are interested in – a favorite band, celebrity, movie, book, etc.  Have fun making this website!  Humor and satire are perfectly acceptable.  When the project is complete, you will have the opportunity to present it to the class.
Your site should contain a home page and three additional pages.  All pages should have a uniform appearance and styling, including a Title (top of the page) and navigation area.
Instructions:
1. Create a new folder called "Personal Website".
2. Create new subfolders called "css" and "images".
3. Create a blank home page file and save it in the "Personal Website" folder.  Create a CSS file and save it in the "css" folder.  (Place any images you use for this website - including gradients - in the "images" folder.)

4. Build a document "template" to be reused when creating the other pages on your site.  Do this prior to adding any content to the page.  Add XHTML code and CSS styling (external style sheet only) to lay out the page to look like this:
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5. Change the site background from the default white and set a consistent font and text color for the website.  Accomplish all of this by styling the <body> element.

6. Choose four of the following projects to incorporate into the website. You must format your project this way. 
Choose:
 HOME PAGE
TWO from this list

ONE from this list


Adding Images
Embedding Videos

Photo Gallery





Basic Tables


Advanced Tables






Forms (minimum of 3 data entries)
NOTE: You will implement each of these elements on one separate page, for a total of four pages throughout your website. For example, “Adding Images” will be your home page, “Advanced Tables” will be on page 2, “Videos” will be on page 3, and “Forms” will be on page 4. Each will have its own link between pages and will be about a common theme of your choice. Please run your theme by me before you start creating. 

7. Add a title to each page.


8. Use a background image or gradient graphic of your choosing and specify the background-repeat property.  Add an <h1> heading and give it the title of your website.  Position it somewhere in the header section.  Be sure to style the header so that the heading text is legible.

9. The actual links should go to "index.html" for the home page and whichever file names you choose for the other three pages.  Add a style to change the appearance of the links when the user mouses over them.
10. Continue to view the index.html file in a browser until you are pleased with the overall layout.  The main content section will still be empty, but you can put some temporary text in there temporarily to get a better idea of what the site will look like.
11. Once you are satisfied with your template, make three copies of the index.html file and rename these to match the file names from your navigation menu.

12. Test to make sure that the navigation is working from all four pages of the site.

13. Now that the hard work is done and your template is built, you can add your content to the home page and three other pages.  Have fun with the layout and styling of the content, but be sure to include the following:

a) three or more images on the site.
b) at least one list somewhere on the site.

c) at least one XHTML comment and one CSS comment somewhere on the site.

d) at least one form with a minimum of three different data elements.  Style the form using CSS only.
e) two or more fonts other than the stated default font.

f) at least one background gradient.

g) three or more Hex color codes (can be background or text).

h) two or more floated elements.

14. As a final step, upload all four web files to the XHTML validator and make sure all pages pass validation.
