CSS Classes
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Use class selectors to create multiple styles for XHTML elements.

· Use the <span> tag to apply class styling to specific words.

Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "CSS Classes".

2. Make a copy of the index.html file from the "Line Breaks" folder and save it into the "CSS Classes" folder.

3. Open into a text editor the index.html file in the "CSS Classes" folder.

4. Change the title to be "CSS Classes".

5. Create a CSS class called "headline" that makes text centered and blue.  Apply the class to the <h1> element.
6. Add CSS code to make all <h2> tags centered on the screen.
7. Create a CSS class called "place-description" and make it display in the Verdana font and in brown color.  Apply the class to the paragraph element in the "place I would like to visit" section of your web page.

8. Create a CSS class called "person-description" and make it display in purple color.  Apply the class to the paragraph element in the "person I admire" section of your web page.

9. Create a CSS class called "most-favorite" that applies only to the <li> element.  Make the class display text in bold red letters.  Apply the class to one of the items in the "favorite fruits" list.
10. Create a CSS class called "important-point" and make it display text as underlined.  In the "person I admire" section, choose one sentence or portion of a sentence and apply the "important-point" class to it by using the <span> element.

11. Save the file.

12. In a web browser, open both the original index.html file (from the "Line Breaks" folder) and the index.html file you just saved containing the CSS styling.

13. Compare the two web pages and notice the different formatting your CSS code created.
