4. Edit the index.html file and set the title to be "Table Styling" and create a main heading that reads "Five Day Forecast".

6. Hint #1: Create a separate class for the days, highs, and lows. These classes should be applied to the appropriate table rows.
7. Hint #2: Any styles that you’d like to apply to every single cell should go inside of the td selector.  

8. Hint #3: The cells have a width of 130px and the font used is called Verdana.
9. Hint #4: You will need to use all of the following properties: border-collapse, border-style, border-color, border-width, color, background-color, text-align, font-weight, font-size, font-family, padding, width.
