CSS Box Model
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Apply box model concepts to position and size XHTML elements.

· Add margins and padding to further style box elements.

Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "CSS Box Model".
2. Create four new XHTML files and save them in the new folder as "index1.html", "index2.html", "index3.html", and "index4.html".

3. Edit each of the files in order and complete the following tasks, using internal CSS style sheets:
index1.html:
a) Change the title to be "Stackable Divs".

b) Create a div with width of 70%, height of 50 pixels, and a red background.

c) Beneath that, create a div with width of 70%, height of 100 pixels, and yellow background.

d) Beneath that, create a div with width of 70%, height of 50 pixels, and blue background.

index2.html:

a) Change the title to be "Setting Margins".

b) Create a div that is 200px high by 400px wide.  Make the background orange.
c) Set the top margin top be 100px and the left margin to be 50px.

d) Place the following text in the div: "Black on orange is easy to read."
index3.html:

a) Change the title to be "Image Placement".

b) Create a div that is 490px high by 350px wide.

c) Set the top and left margins to be 100px.

d) Add a 5 pixel wide red dashed border around the div.

e) Place the "sample-image.png" inside the div.
index4.html:

a) Change the title to be "Setting Padding".

b) Create a div that is 200px by 200px with a thin blue solid border.  Specify that the padding is zero.  (This is not strictly necessary, but it is a good habit to get into.)
c) Add another div with the same dimensions and border.  For this div specify a padding of 20px on all sides and a top margin of 10px (to separate the two divs).
d) Place the following text into the first div: "This is an example of a box with zero padding."
e) Place the following text into the second div: "This is an example of a box with 20px padding."
4. Save each file and view in a browser to confirm that elements display as expected.
