Nesting and Floating Elements
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Place container elements within other container elements.
· Float elements right or left on the page.
Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Nesting and Floating".
2. Create three new XHTML files and save them in the new folder as "index1.html", "index2.html", and "index3.html".

3. Edit each of the files in order and complete the following tasks, using internal CSS style sheets:
index1.html:
a) Change the title to be "Nested Divs".

b) Create a div with a width and height of 500 pixels and a red background.

c) Inside this div, create another div, with a width and height of 200 pixels and a gray background.  Set the right and left margins to "auto" in order to center the div.
index2.html:

a) Change the title to be "Floating Divs 1".

b) Create four div elements, each 150px wide and 50px high.  Apply a 2px solid green border to each one.  Add 10px of padding and set the left margin to be 50px.  Make each div float to the left.
c) In each of the boxes, respectively, place the words, "Spring", "Summer", "Fall", and "Winter".
d) Hint: You do not need to use CSS classes for this.  Since the styling is identical for all four boxes, you can apply all styles directly to the <div> element.
index3.html:

a) Change the title to be "Text Wrap".

b) Style the <img> element to have a left margin of 50px and a right margin of 100px.  Give the image a 1px solid black border.  Float the image to the left.

c) Style the <p> element to have a font size of 18px.
d) Place the "sample-image-wide.png" image on the page (do not use any divs).  Its dimensions are 250px wide by 150 px high.
e) Add six paragraph elements and insert the text "Paragraph 1" into the first, "Paragraph 2" into the second, etc.
f) Did the paragraph text display to the right of the image and then wrap back to the beginning of the line below the image?

index4.html:

a) Make a copy of the index3.html file from the previous exercise and rename it to "index4.html".
b) Change the title to be "Clearing the Float".

c) Create a class called "clearfloat" and make it clear the CSS float. 
d) Add a <div> element with the "clearfloat" class, between the second and third paragraph elements.
e) Did the first two paragraph elements display to the right of the image but the remaining four displayed below the image? 

4. Save each file and view in a browser to confirm that elements display as expected.
