At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Create a table with alternating row colors.

· Use special characters in web pages.

Instructions
1. Create a new folder called "Special Characters".

2. Create a new XHTML document and save it as "index.html" in the "Special Characters" folder.
3. Set the title to be "Special Characters" and create a main heading that reads the same.

4. Using an internal CSS style sheet, apply a 20px Arial font to the entire page by styling the <body> element.
5. Recreate the following table:
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6. After the table, add a paragraph that reads: ¿Te gustaría aprender a hablar español? (Notice that there are three special characters in this sentence.) 

7. Hint #1: The colors used are lightblue, yellow, and lightyellow.
8. Hint #2: Make the first row table headers and create separate classes for the alternating rows.

9. Hint #3: For a resource to view all available special characters, visit: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/List_of_XML_and_HTML_character_entity_references
10. Save the file and view in a browser.
