CSS Link Styling
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Use CSS to style links in each of their four possible states.
Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "CSS Link Styling".
2. Create two new XHTML files and save them in the new folder as "index1.html" and "index2.html".

3. Edit each of the files in order and complete the following tasks, using internal CSS style sheets:
index1.html:
a) Change the title to be "Link Colors" and add a main heading with the same name.

b) Add a paragraph element and inside that, add a text link that reads: "Go to CNN".  Make the link open to a new window and go to www.cnn.com.
c) Define all four states of the anchor element in the proper order.  Make the unvisited link display in blue, the visited link in purple, the hover link in green, and the active link in red.
index2.html:

a) Change the title to be "Link Properties".

b) Add a paragraph element and inside that, add a text link that reads: "Go to Supreme Court".  Make the link open to a new window and go to www.supremecourt.gov.
c) Define the unvisited link state to display in 18px Verdana font and blue color.
d) Define the hover link state to display in 24px size, red color, and with no underlining.

4. Save each file and view in a browser to confirm that elements display as expected.
