XHTML Validation
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Determine if an XHTML web page passes validation.
· Correct errors on a web page and revalidate.
Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "XHTML Validation".

2. Copy the "validateme.html" file into this folder.  Your teacher will show you where to locate this file.

3. Go to the website: http://validator.w3.org/
4. Click on the "Validate by File Upload" tab, click the Browse button, and upload the "validateme.html" file.  Click the Check button to run the validation check.

5. Review the errors found and proceed to correct them, one at a time, starting from the lowest line number.  After each correction, upload the file again and revalidate.

6. Hint: You cannot always rely on the line number or specific error listed by the validator.  Often the error exists many lines earlier.  Treat each error as an investigation and scan nearby lines for obvious syntax errors: missing closing tags, misspelled elements, improperly nested tags, capital letters, etc.

7. Continue until the page validates with no errors.
