Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Organize your site files into separate folders.

· Link to CSS and image files using relative paths.
Instructions:
1. Create a new folder called "Relative Paths". 

2. Copy all the contents of the "External Style Sheet" folder into the "Relative Paths" folder.
3. Create new subfolders for CSS files and image files.
4. Move the CSS and image files into the appropriate subfolders.

5. Try viewing the index.html file into a browser.  Are the images visible?  Are any of the CSS styles being applied?

6. Edit each of the six XHTML files and modify the CSS and image paths to be relative paths.  
7. View the index.html in a browser now.  Navigate through all the pages.  Are all the images visible?  Are the CSS styles being applied on all pages?
