Embedding Videos
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Embed Teacher Tube videos into your web page.
Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Embedding Videos".

2. Create a new XHTML document and save it as "index.html" in the "Embedding Videos" folder.
3. Set the title to be "Embedding Videos" and create a main heading that reads the same.

4. Create two divs.  With CSS, set the first to be 500px wide by 400px high and the second 300px wide and 200px high.  Set both divs to be floated to the left.
5. Inside the first div, add an <h2> heading that reads: "My Favorite Video".  Inside the second div, add an <h2> heading that reads: "My Second Favorite Video".

6. Now embed a video of your choice into each div, after the heading.  Use the default settings on the page, which should include dimensions of 480x390.

7. Edit the embedded video code for both videos to remove the "allowfullscreen" text.

8. Modify the video code for the second video and reduce the width and height attributes by dividing each by two.

9. Upload the file to the Validator to make sure it passes XHTML validation.

10. Save the file and view in a browser.
