Gradients
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Use gradients as backgrounds for the <body> and <div> elements.
· Understand the difference between vertical and horizontal gradients.
Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Gradients".

2. Inside this folder, create a subfolder called "images".

3. Copy the three gradient files into the "images" folder: "body.jpg", "vertical.jpg", "horizontal.jpg".  Ask your teacher where you can find these files.

4. Create a new XHTML document and save it as "index.html" in the root of the "Gradients" folder.
5. Set the title to be "Gradients".

6. Set the body element to use the "body.jpg" file as a background image.
7. Create a <div> box element with dimensions of 800px by 300px.  Set the margins to auto in order to center it on the screen.  Center text.  Set the background image to be the "vertical.jpg" file and make the image repeat across the width of the box.
8. Add an <h2> header inside the box that reads: "Vertical Gradient".

9. Create a second <div> box element with dimensions of 800px by 300px.  Set the margins to auto and center text.  For this <div>, set the background image to be the "horizontal.jpg" file and make the image repeat down the height of the box.

10. Add an <h2> header inside the box that reads: "Horizontal Gradient".

11. Save the file and view in a browser.
