Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Forms".

2. Create a new XHTML document and save it as "index.html" in the "Forms" folder.
3. Set the title to be "Forms" and create a main heading that reads the same.

4. Create a form with an action of "index.html" and using the "post" method.

5. Without using tables, re-create the following form, as closely as you can:
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6. The drop-down box options are Spring, Summer, Fall, and Winter.
7. Hint #1: The form element has the following properties set: width (500px), background-color, padding-top, border, font-family, and font-size.
8. Hint #2: The left column of text labels are all the same class with the following properties defined: width (100px), text-align, float, padding, and margin-right.

9. Hint #3: The right column of form elements are all the same class with the following properties set: text-align and padding.

10. Hint #4: A class was created to clear the float and used between each form element.

11. Hint #5: A class was created for the button with the following properties set: text-align, padding-top, and padding-bottom.

12. Final hint: In order to get the Year, Activities, and Comments labels to center horizontally, create a special class with height and padding-top defined.  To make this work, you will need to apply two classes to some elements.
